New Features and Enhancements
New Features

A new prompt for Flomax has been incorporated into Medical Director 2.87.

Enhancements

The following enhancements have been made to Medical Director 2.87:

Two additional vaccines have been added to the Immunisations Schedule. These are Adacel and
Vaxigrip Junior.

The removal of Fluad and Fluvirin from the Australian market sees the removal of these two drugs
from the Influenza Vaccination Prompt.

A new radio button has been added to the Cytology Request Window which allows the ordering
Doctor to choose between a “conventional” or ‘thin prep” pap smear. Selected option is also printed
on the Cytology request form.

Medicare Item Numbers have been updated for April 2006.
The current QRS interface has been updated to fully support OfficeMedic.

The MD2 help file has been updated to reflect changes implemented for Queensland Workers
Compensation Certificates.

The Fosamax Patient Support Program has concluded and so has been removed.
The Pravachol Patient Support Program has concluded and so has been removed.
The Zoloft Patient Support Program has been extended to 31/07/06.

The Avandia Patient Support Program has been extended to 31/07/06.

The Elidel Patient Support Program has been extended to 31/07/06

Corrections and Changes

CLINICAL TOOLS / ASSESSMENT

Medical Director has been modified to sort Spirometry test results by date order.

RESULTS

Updates to Medical Director now allow completed fields to be populated within the Results tab of a
Patient’s Clinical Record (eg: I, F and <blank>).

IMMUNISATIONS
Stored batch numbers are now displayed when adding Vaccines to Childhood Immunisations.

The calculation of the immunisation period (i.e. 2, 4, 6, 12, 18mnth, 2 years etc) where the Child’s
birthday was on the 29th, 30" or 31%' has been improved.

CARE PLANS

Grammatical changes (in regards to the tense of activities) have been made to the supplied data in
Care Plans Listings.

TOOLS - INR

The Doctor Number is now being completed when saving a modification to an INR.

PREVENTIVE HEALTH PROMPTS

The preventive health prompt for H.Pylori is now displaying as required for patients over 14 years.

TRAVEL MEDICINE
The Travel Medicine and MASTA have been updated for April 2006.
